The monitor section contains three blue status LEDs indicating proper voltage on the +15,-15, and 5V
power lines. In there is a voltage sag on any of the power lines, the blue status LED will turn off.

Power 1/0 (9-pin D-sub)

The power to each electronics module is through a 9-pin D-sub connector through a power bridge
unit. The unit can also be powered through any serial cable with 9-pin D-sub connectors, which is
convenient when the unit must be taken out of line for access to the side panels. The pin outs are
shown in the following figure:
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
